Silky tofu, resonant red-chile
broth.

3. Buttermilk fried game hen with chicken liver gravy and collards at Voice in the Hotel
Icon.

4. Seafood pancake at Bon Ga Korean.

5. Cold noodles with young radish at Bon Ga Korean. Not that seasonal, but so delicate
and exhilarating.

6. Three-meat platter at Gatlin's BBQ: meaty ribs, pebbly fatty-end brisket and red-
peppery house-made sausage.
